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Attached to the release socket F on the SFX or
SF1, the Cable Switch F is used when shooting at
slow shutter speeds with the camera mounted on
the Tripod or the copy stand. To use this Switch,
insert the cable-release plug into the release socket
with the “PENTAX"” facing outward, and press
the trigger-release button. When the SFX/SF1 is
combined with a KA- or K-mount lens, you can
also use the ‘Snap-in-Focus’’ method whereby
the shutter is automatically released when the
subject comes into the focus frame.

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1. Asyou press the trigger-release button half-way,
the switches for the exposure mode and the
focus mode are turned on, and as you press the
button completely, the shutter will be released.

® When the camera is in the AF SINGLE focus

mode, the shutter is not released unless the image
is in focus. In the AF SERVO focus mode, note
that the shutter is released even before the image
comes into focus.

2. When making a long-time exposure at Bulb
setting, use the cable-release lock technique.

As shown above, stide the *’LOCK’’ lever in the
direction of the arrow and keep the trigger-
release button depressed so that the shutter
stays open. As you depress the button further,
it will be locked with a click, enabling you to
make a time exposure. To cancel the lock,
return the lock lever to the original position.

* In the “Snap-in-Focus’’ shooting, ‘‘unmanned’
photography is possible by using the cable-release
lock technique. {A fresh 6V lithium battery will
last about ten hours of *'Snap-in-Focus' shooting
at normal temperatures. The SFX/SF1's built-in
flash (RTF) cannot be used.}
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
